11) An enticing barier shall separate the parklet to the road. It shall not cause potential
danger to the people nor should it be an ohstruction to the sight lines outside the
parklet,

12) Landscape and Amenities shall be included in the parklet. Drought tolerant plants,
Vertical elements used for shading, and Bicyele parking are recommended.

13) Lighting is encouraged for parklets especially for night time use, subject to an
electrical permit,

14) Loose particles, such as sand or loose stone, are not permitted in the parklet,

15,) Parklet hosts are responsible for all construction, maintenance, permitting, and
parking related costs; and the city shall not be required to make adjustments and/or
repairs for it,

16) The parklet must maintain a visual connection to the street and not obstruct sight
lines to existing businesses or roadway signage, and it must he visible from different
perspectives hy peaple outside the parklet,

17) Materials used for parklets shall he high quality, durable, and aesthically appealing.
Locally sourced and recycledireclaimed materials are encouraged for cost reduction,

Plastic, tropical hardwood or virgin redwood, and FSC certified wood products shall not
he used as materials,

The cost ranges between $5,000 and $20,000,
depending on size, design, and materials.
